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Dates for creation  
Dates for creation are debated even among the best and most conservative Biblical scholars. In fact, 

though we know that Abraham lived around 2000 BC, dates for any event or person before Abraham�s 

time should be considered as being in a �gray area.�  

 

Orthodox Jews date creation at  3761 B.C.  Their calendars are even dated from that year. For exam-

ple, in our year 2005, their calendar says it is the year 5765, meaning it has been 5765 years since crea-

tion.*   I have used 4000 BC for Creation because it is close to the Orthodox Jewish date, and is, there-

fore, close to the date Jesus would have learned as a boy in Hebrew school.

The earliest form of writing was cuneiform (shown above) developed by the Sumerians in Mesopotamia. �Cunei�  

means wedge, so cuneiform literally means �wedge form� writing. Using a wedge-shaped stylus, the writer would impress wet 

clay with small wedge-shaped marks. The clay would then  be baked and thus preserved for thousands of years for archaeolo-

gists to find today. Cuneiform was used up through the time of the 2nd Babylonian Empire and the time of the prophet Daniel. 
 

Meanwhile, Egypt was developing its own writing system�hieroglyphs. 

Ascendance of City of Ur in 

Sumer establishes a second 

Sumer Empire. Abraham was 

called out of Ur during the peak 

of this period. 
 

A huge library containing thou-

sands of cuneiform tablets was 

found when Ur was excavated in 

modern times. 
 

Abraham was from a wealthy 

family and probably knew how 

to read and write in cuneiform.  

Akaadians, a Semitic people, conquer Sumer. The Tower of Babel 

was probably a zig-

gurat and a precursor 

to the Egyptian Pyra-

mids. It is believed 

that the city of Babylon 

was built on the site of  

this tower. Babylon 

was in Sumer, the earli-

est civilization on earth. 

Huge change in 

climate after the 

Flood. Almost all 

dino�s  die out. 
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*The territory where Sumer developed as a civilization was also known as Mesopotamia, a 

word which means �between the rivers.� And Mesopotamia was part of a larger area stretch-

ing over to present day Israel known as the Fertile Crescent. Israel was �watered� by the Jor-

dan River.  Early civilizations grew up along rivers which acted as �liquid highways� for 

commerce & trade, as well as providing water for irrigation, washing, and drinking.

�A B P� stands for the succession of nations: Assyria, Babylon, Persia, each 
nation conquering the one before it and exceeding it in greatness and power. 
 

1.  The first of these nations, Assyria, was the cruelest and was the one who conquered the 
northern kingdom, Israel (722 BC). The northern 10 tribes of Israel were forced to leave & 

settle in other lands. They never returned to their homeland. The land was then given to other 

people who became known as the Samaritans, hated by Jews because they adopted a kind of 

pseudo Judaism with truth and falsehoods all mixed together. 

 

2.  Next, God allowed Babylon to conquer Assyria and then to conquer the southern kingdom, 
Judah and destroy Solomon�s temple in Jerusalem (586 BC). Daniel and his friends Shadrack, 

Meshack and Abednego (Dan. 1-3) were all taken to Babylon at this time. Daniel prophesied 

the succession of kingdoms to follow. His prophecies are major evidence that the Bible is 

the unique Word of God. (Fulfilled prophecies historically verified to have been written 

before they occurred.) 
 

3.  Persia arose and conquered Babylon. Persia, being more �enlightened� than the previous 
kingdoms, had a national policy of allowing conquered people to remain in their homeland, 

and thus the Persian king allowed the Jews to return to Jerusalem and build a new temple. God 

promised to give  �greater glory� to the second temple than to the first � and He did because 

eventually Jesus walked and taught in that Temple with His disciples. 

 

4.  Greece was next up and it became a world power under Alexander the Great. Greek culture 

spread throughout the Mediterranean area and beyond, a process known as Hellenization. 

The Greek language became an international trade language� even after Rome (with its 
Latin) took over. That�s why simple fishermen living in the small state of Israel knew Greek as 

a second language. That is why the New Testament is written in Greek. The spread of the gos-

pel was faster because of the international language of Greek.
